Vineyard
Climatically Australia's most reliable wine region, not to
mention one of its best known, Margaret River is the ideal
home for the Bordeaux varietals. Grapes come from the
northern part of the region: Wilyabrup, Carbunup and
Cowaramup, harvested at ideal flavour and tannin ripeness.

Winemaking
Grapes are fermented then matured for twelve to fifteen
months in French oak from a variety of coopers.
